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COLLEGE'S NEWEST RESIDENCE HALL IS DEDICATED TO THE DELLINGERS
The Dellinger family was honored Oct. 19 when the newest residence hall at Lebanon
Valley College was named Dellinger Hall for the families led by Dr. Woodrow Dellinger
'33 and Curvin Dellinger '38, brothers and both longtime trustees and supporters of the
College. Over a dozen members of the extended Dellinger family are Lebanon Valley
College graduates. Their association with the College dates back to the late 1800s.
Wesley T. Dellinger '75, Curvin's son, has followed in his father's footsteps as a member
of the Board of Trustees, and is chair of the Board's Facilities Committee.

This fall, 72 students moved into the newly completed Dellinger Hall. Their residence is
part of a residential quad comprised of Marquette Hall, completed in 1999, and a new
student activity center. The three buildings surround a plaza that incorporates gardens, a
fountain and places for students to socialize. Dellinger Hall is comprised of 18 suites.
Each suite contains four single bedrooms, a shared living area and bathroom, and there
are kitchens on each floor. Snacks are available in the nearby student center where
students can socialize at the indoor/outdoor café or retreat to quiet study areas. A game
room and an apartment for a resident director are also located in the center.

COLLEGE PEACE GARDEN DEDICATED TO JOHN AND GLENDA SYNODINOS
LVC President Emeritus John A. Synodinos and his wife, Glenda, were recognized
Friday, Oct.18 at 5:30 p.m. when the College's Peace Garden was dedicated in

their honor. Dr. Synodinos H'96, Lebanon Valley's 15th president, retired in 1996 after
eight years in office. He has continued to serve the College both as a trustee and as an
adviser to President G. David Pollick. After Dr. Synodinos assumed the presidency of the
College in 1988, Glenda Synodinos became involved in campus groups such as the
Lebanon Valley College Auxiliary, which she has served as secretary since 1997, and the
Forum of Annville. She became president of that organization last year. Glenda
Synodinos has also served on the Great Expectations Campaign Communications



Committee for the last two years. She and her husband became life members of the
College's Vickroy Society in 2000; the society includes major benefactors to the College.

The Peace Garden was one of the last projects Dr. Synodinos worked on during his
presidency. It includes crab apple trees, boxwood hedges, holly bushes, butterfly bushes,
lilies, annuals and perennials. Doug Hartman and "Chip" Schwalm of the College's
Facilities Services created both the spring house and the arbor. A few huge old shade
trees stand guard over the garden, while ducks splash in the water and students linger to
sit and talk on the many stone walls. At the rear of the garden in the northeast corner is a
miniature stone house for the ducks. In the other corner is a life-size statue of "Hot Dog"
Frank created by Dr. Ronald E. Sykes, a Millersville artist. The statue depicts Frank
Aftosmes, who died in 1994 after operating Frank's Hot Dog Shop on Annville Square
from 1928-1974. As the plaque in the garden states, he was a counselor, resource, friend
and #1 fan for generations of LVC students. On the statue's right hand is a NCAA
Championship ring from LVC's 1994 men's basketball team--a victory achieved just
moments after Aftosmes' death. The ring was molded from the one given to Dr.
Synodinos. The garden's new plaque, inscribed with a quote by Amos Bronson Alcott:
"Who loves a garden still his Eden keeps," was chosen by John and Glenda to inspire
visitors now and in the future.

AT THE GALLERY: DAUMIER'S PRINTS SKEWER 19th-CENTURY MUSICIANS
The College's Suzanne H. Arnold Art Gallery will present an exhibition titled "Musical
Notes by Honor¢, Daumier: Prints from the Collection of Egon and Belle Gartenberg"
from Oct. 25 through Dec. 15. Daumier, one of the most important French artists of the
19th century, was a keen observer who recorded the cultural practices and social manners
of his age. Several of the musical prints in the exhibition satirize celebrated musical
figures of the 19th century, including Hector Berlioz, Franz Liszt, Gioachino Rossini and
Niccolo Paganini. The majority of the lithographs mock amateur Parisian musicians
practicing their French horns or clarinets with obviously ear-shattering results.

In conjunction with the exhibition, two special events are planned, "A Recital of French
19th-Century Song" performed by Dr. Norman Spivey of Penn State on Friday, Nov. 1 at
7 p.m. in the Zimmerman Recital Hall of the Suzanne H. Arnold Art Gallery, and a
lecture: "All the World's a (Musical) Stage: Honor, Daumier and the Spectacle of Music
in 19th-Century France." Dr. Joyce Henri Robinson, curator of the Palmer Museum of
Art at Penn State, will present that talk on Sunday, Nov.10 at 2 p.m. in the Zimmerman
Recital Hall adjacent to the gallery. All events are free and open to the public.

The Suzanne H. Arnold Art Gallery is open Thursdays and Fridays from 1 p.m. to 4:30
p.m., Saturdays and Sundays from 11 a.m. to 5 p.m. and by appointment for tour groups.
