STUDY ABROAD and STUDY AWAY INTERNSHIPS – The Study Abroad programs seldom offer appropriate

economics courses. The semester-long, internship semester program in Philadelphia generally includes two

additional courses. These seldom fulfill economics requirements. The semester-long, internship program in

Washington, DC generally does not fulfill an economics requirement.

NONETHELESS – the Study Abroad and Internship Programs are excellent vehicles for enriching the student’s

collegiate experience and completing other general education requirements.

Other possible first semester strategies
Start on a second major. Since the Economics major is so compact (39 total credits) there is room for a complete second major. The most common second majors are Math, Actuarial Science, Political Science, Accounting, and Business Administration.
FRN/GMN/ITA/SPA 101 or 201 – Students wishing to start a new language at the introductory (101) level may opt to do 101 level foreign language during their freshman year. Students who have studied two or more years of a foreign language within the past SIX  years MUST start at the 201 (intermediate level) for the course to fulfill the language requirement.
Footnotes:

1All LVC undergraduates are required to complete a 2-course English Communications requirement as part of the College’s General Education (GE) program. During the first semester you may take either ENG 111 (English Communications I) or any one of our FYS 100 (First-Year Seminar) courses.  During the second semester of Freshman year, all students complete ENG 112 (English Communications II.  For a description of individual FYS 100 courses, please see http://----------------------------------- 

2 ECN 101 – Microeconomics and ECN 102 – Macroeconomics both satisfy the Social Studies (Area 2) General Education requirement. TOGETHER they satisfy Area 2 and count toward the two extra Liberal studies courses each student is required to take. The order in taking the courses does not matter. However, both courses should be completed in Freshman year. BECAUSE OF CAPACITY LIMITATIONS, THE DEPARTMENT WILL DIRECT GROUPS OF STUDENTS TO PARTICULAR SECTIONS OF ECN 101 AND ECN 102.
3 The first required Math course a student takes satisfies Area 4. The second required math Math course satisfies the eighth and last Liberal Studies course requirement.
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IV. SUGGESTED COURSE SEQUENCING FOR LVC ECONOMICS MAJORS.  The 4-year plan that appears below is a guide to aid students in course selection; individual program customization involving minor and/or second majors may lead students to deviate from this plan.  In addition, ECONOMICS majors could easily complete a semester in LVC’s Study Abroad program during Junior or Senior Year and still complete all graduation requirements within 4 years.  Students should consult their advisors each semester when planning their course schedules.
